If you are in Paris looking for a nice day trip, consider hopping on the train at Saint-
Lazare and heading to Vernon to visit the small village of Giverny, where Claude Monet

once lived and painted.

A little history...

“Claude Monet noticed the village of Giverny while
looking out of a train window. He made up his mind
to move there and rented a house and the area
surrounding it. In 1890 he had enough money to buy
the house and land outright and set out to create the
magnificent gardens he wanted to paint. Some of his
most famous paintings, such as his water lilyand
Japanese bridge paintings were of his garden in
Giverny. Monet lived in Giverny from 1883 until his
death in 1926. He and many members of his family
are interred in the village cemetery.” Wikipedia

enjoy the Monet’s paintings by
coming to his exceptionally
beautiful garden in Giverny. She
is guiding you how to get there.
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Information:

Prices for the train range from
7 to 13 euro per ride, and the
train ride is about 45 minutes
long. Once you arrive in
Vernon, you can take a coach
bus to Giverny that sits right
outside the train station, walk,
or do what I did and rent
bikes! There is a café right
outside the station that rents
bikes for 10 euro, and the people there are very friendly. Itis 5 km to Giverny, but the
trek is not long and is very easy to do. I recommend renting bikes if the weather is nice,
because you get to enjoy the beautiful landscape. Once you arrive, you can explore the
village, visit shops, see the museum, or go to Monet’s old house and gardens. Entrance
for students is 5 euro with a student ID card.
